Position Accountabilities:

2. Receive assignments and assemble needed materials and supplies and transport to work area.

8. Clean and wax all hard floors (tile) throughout hospital, Family Medical Clinic, Heavener Medical Clinic, and Cavanal Clinic. 
9. Shampoo, and disinfect carpeting in cafeteria.

10.  Remove biohazard materials from hospital to staging area for pick up and disposal.  Restock empty and clean biohazard material containers.

11. Perform other duties as directed.
